WINTER PARKING REGULATIONS
Hamburg City Code restricts the parking of any motorized vehicle on any city street during/after a snowfall or a period of blowing and drifting snow in which snow accumulates on any City street.  The restriction is in effect until all snow has been removed from the street.

If your vehicle is parked on a City street during a snow emergency situation you will be subject to a fine and/or your vehicle may be towed with all costs incurred by you.  Please prepare yourself this winter and remove your vehicle from city streets during/after all snowfalls. 
§ 71.03  SNOW REMOVAL; PARKING RESTRICTIONS.
No person shall park or leave standing any vehicle, whether attended or unattended, upon any public street or public parking lot from 2:00 a.m. and until such time as that street or parking lot is cleared of snow.

§ 71.02  OVERTIME AND OVERNIGHT PARKING.

(B)
Residential District.

(1)
The residential district streets shall consist of all streets not listed as part of the business district in Chapter 74, Schedule I, of this code.
(2)
No person shall leave standing or park any vehicle, whether attended or unattended, upon any public residential district street for a period of time longer than 24 consecutive hours, or other periods of time as may be designated by a majority vote of the City Council.
